Landmark experiments

Pavlov’s dog – classically conditioned dog to salivate at the sound of a bell

Little Albert-classically conditioned child to fear white rats (& other furry things)

Skinner Boxes-operantly conditioned pigeons to respond correctly to a given stimuli

Bobo the Clown – children were more likely to behave aggressively with the Bobo doll if they had seen an adult model aggressive behavior
Cats in Puzzle Boxes -animals learn through the Law of Effect – behaviors followed by favorable outcomes are more likely
